university to be recognized as a significant community amenity which could move 
forward more expediently than other boundary extension land uses. 
 
If Council would like staff to commence a comprehensive review of the educational 
institution proposal for the purposes of rezoning prior to the finalization of the boundary 
restructuring then there needs to be some understanding of who covers the cost for the 
Village’s professional review.  It should be understood that the information provided 
within the Hillside/Lil’wat Land Area technical review (submitted to the SLRD in support 
of a Neighbourhood Concept Plan) is not considered complete for either the mixed 
residential uses, residential or educational uses.  Regardless, staff believes that there 
may be value at this time in reviewing this information to determine what additional 
information and technical analyses are required to give the Village comfort that 
educational use would be acceptable.  This would provide a more expedient timeline for 
the potential educational use rezoning. 
 
OPTION #4 – Status Quo 
 
This option would be for the Village to retain the existing SLRD zoning until the property 
owner initiates the OCP and Zoning Bylaw Amendment process. 

 
BUDGET IMPACT 
 
The Development Services Department will undertake the work for Option #1, #2 and #3.  
Option #3 and #4 anticipates that the owner/applicant for a development proposal will cover the 
costs of staff review, bylaw preparation and the bylaw approval process.   
 
LEGAL  
 
Village lawyers have indicated that Pemberton should not start the bylaw approval process for 
the anticipated land use changes on a property that falls outside their boundary.  Alternatively, 
however, the Village could undertake preliminary steps such as background reports and studies, 
whereby the developer could voluntarily agree to get started on such matters with the 
understanding that it must pay all costs and accept the risk of the matter not proceeding. 
 
NEXT STEPS 
 
Council provides direction to staff with regards to the process to be followed in incorporating 
undesignated boundary extension lands into Village land use documents.
