Equipment Operator

Location: Outdoors
Full-time, Permanent position (CUPE 2010)

Summary:

Reporting to the Assistant Manager of Operations, the Equipment Operator is responsible for
tasks relating to water distribution and sanitary sewer collection systems, road and drainage
maintenance, snow clearing, parks maintenance and assistance with capital projects. Activities
related to this position are often strenuous in nature and require an individual who is
physically fit and safety conscious.

This position is part of the Collective Agreement between the Village of Pemberton and
Canadian Union of Public Employees, Local 2010.

Responsibilities:
e Operation of company vehicles including dump truck, loader, excavator, tractor and
Bobcat
e Snow-clearing on Village streets and sidewalks
e Perform preventative maintenance and repairs for the following Village assets:
o Municipal buildings and facilities
o Village streets, roads, lanes and sidewalks
o Municipal equipment and vehicles
o Water distribution, water treatment, sewage collection and drainage
infrastructure
e Assist with completion of capital projects
e Assist Water Operator and Wastewater Treatment Operator, including coverage during
absences
e Assist in the construction and maintenance of parks, trails and public spaces
e Maintain courteous and positive public relations with the community and co-workers
e Identify hazards and perform corrective measures, and/or report hazards to Supervisor
e Perform other duties as assigned.
